Fabric covered with zipper has 
been most durable.  To be carried back and forth to home and school.  
     Please do not purchase the type with 2 sets of rings or with multiple exterior 
zippers. 

1 1 ½  inch, 3 ring binder for various classes 

1 Metal ring, zippered pencil pouch, 3 hole punched, to be kept in binder  

1 set 3 hole punched divider tabs with colored tabs

Paper or plastic folders with two horizontal pockets without center insert – red, 
green, blue, yellow, purple.

3 Black extra-fine point Sharpie markers

1 Student scissors, Fiskars recommended, large size

1 12 inch ruler with standard AND metric markings 

1  Basic 4-function calculator.  No scientific calculators
