Multi-class items 

 Pencil Case – ―Mead Five-Star Zipper Pouch‖ is constructed well, has compartments for computer 
materials, and snaps into a 3-ring binder.  
 

 Pencils – 4 boxes of #2 pencils. If student prefers mechanical pencils, please provide at least 2 boxes 
of regular, #2 pencils. 

 

 Pens – 1-2 boxes of black or blue ballpoint pens. Also several red pens. 
 

 Erasers – at least 1 big eraser. 
 

 Binders 
 

 9th and 10th grade: Six 3-ring, 1½-inch binders with pockets on the inside of cover and the plastic 
view sheet on the outside that allows covers to be inserted on the binder.  These are 
classroom binders to be left in class. 

 11th and 12th grade:  Four 3-ring, 1½-inch binders with pockets on the inside of cover and the 
plastic view sheet on the outside that allows covers to be inserted on the binder.  These are 
classroom binders to be left in class.

 Formal Geometry, Algebra 1, and Algebra 2 students—TI-83 Plus or TI-84 Plus Graphing 
Calculator
